The enemies’ job is to try to take your peace by bringing worry, doubt and fear.  Therefore, after you receive the peace of God, you must fight to keep your peace.    

Fight for your peace by:

Keeping your mind on God and His promises

Reading and meditating on the word of God 

Trusting in the Lord to fulfill His purpose and keep His promise

Daily receive God’s peace 

Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee.  Isaiah 26:3 (KJV)
