Purpose by Design 

Adjust your focus 
23He took the blind man by the hand and led him outside the vil-
lage. When he had spit on the man's eyes and put his hands on him, Jesus asked, "Do you 
see anything?"  

 24He looked up and said, "I see people; they look like trees walking around."  

 25Once more Jesus put his hands on the man's eyes. Then his eyes were opened, his sight 
was restored, and he saw everything clearly.  Mark 8:23-25 

I recently went to the eye doctor for an examination.  I told the doctor that I 

now hold a piece of paper further away from my eyes that before to get good 

focus.  He said, at my age, your range of focus changes.  You still have the abil-

ity to focus but, you have to make different adjustment to focus more clearly 

as you get older.  As with my older eyes, are you having trouble focusing on 

the things that are most important in your life?  Do you resist focusing clearly 

on situations because they are difficult or painful?  Do you become over-

whelmed while looking at the entire situation?  Well, adjust your focus by. 

 

1.  Focus on what is going right first.  Celebrate these accomplishments and 

share them. 

2. Focus in on the problem or situation that you can change or 

have some control over. 

3. Focus in on the smaller, manageable pieces first and then on 

the larger more difficult tasks later.  The larger more difficult 

tasks may require additional assistance so ask for help. 

4. Do not focus on the things that are unrelated to you and out of your con-

trol.  Placing your focus on those things is a waste of time, energy and re-

sources. 

5. Focus in on yourself and not your neighbor.  People spend so much time 

on what their neighbor is doing and never get around to focusing in on them-

selves and how they can be their best. 

6. Remove any distractions that prohibit or limit your ability to focus and 

this includes people. 

Know that the object of your focus, concentration and attention will change 
periodically.  Be ready to make the switch quickly without hesitation.  Con-
centration on the wrong thing is as detrimental as no concentration at all.
